Water
Water is essential for good crop growth in the right quantities at the correct time it is needed by the individual plants. 
Unfortunately our rainfall does not seem to know that.
At Down Road essential watering by tap water is provided from three troughs and standpipes. If the trough is empty partially fill the trough from the tap and scoop your water container into it. This is far easier than waiting for the tap to fill your container directly.  Not only that, it does give time for the residual chlorine to evaporate.

Make sure that the taps are kept turned OFF. There have been examples of taps being left on overnight flooding nearby allotments.

That water cost has to be borne by you.
Water Conservation

Although tap water is available at Down Road most of us are convinced
that plants thrive better with rainwater. Another plus to you personally is that you will have less distance to carry your water.
Water only where your plants will benefit from it not broadcast watering where most water will be wasted.  The best place is normally just at the roots of the plants.
Use guttering to collect water off your shed, greenhouse, (Sorry Beach Hill the Council will not allow these structures on your site). or a compost cover into a water butt, redundant dustbin, or ex-commercial barrel  (after carefully checking is original contents).  Preferably have more than one and connect with tubing to maximise water collected in a cascade system.

Ask around if anyone knows where to get those blue barrels.
Use some salvaged guttering  being discarded when neighbours are remodelling their houses.
It is essential that you make an application to the Committee before erecting any structure be it shed, greenhouse, polytunnel etc  giving detail of what it is that you would like to do, detail of the structure and where you would like to site it. The Committee do have the right to refuse your application, or to make you remove a structure erected without permission, but they will seek to find an acceptable compromise.
Another big bonus to the Association is that every cubic metre of tap water saved means a lower water bill to the Association and consequently to you, compared to what it would have been.
