TENANCY AGREEMENT

This agreement is made between the Portishead & District Allotment Association Ltd (hereinafter referred to as the Association) and 

.................................. (hereinafter referred to as the tenant)

1. The Association agrees to let and the tenant agrees to rent and cultivate land identified in Schedule Two of this agreement as an allotment garden, and for no other purpose.

2. The tenant will be enrolled as a Member of the Association, and will receive one 5 Pence share valued for the duration of the tenancy, and on payment of the annual subscription.

3. On taking possession the tenant shall pay 12 months rent in advance on the 1st day of April, and thereafter in every subsequent year. Payment of the annual subscription and any water charges levied by the Committee shall also fall due on the day.

4. The Association shall have the right to terminate the tenancy of any tenant the payment of whose rent and other charges is in arrears for 28 days.

5. The Association shall have the right to terminate the tenancy of any tenant at the Beach Hill site in accordance with the tenancy agreement made with the Portishead & North Weston Town Council on the 14th day of June 2000, and at the Down Road site by giving thirteen months written notice in accordance with the relevant statutory requirements.  

6. The Association shall have the right to terminate the tenancy of any tenant who is persistently in breach of this agreement or the General Site Rules set out in Schedule One.

7. The tenant may terminate the tenancy by giving three months written notice or by declining to pay the rent and other charges on demand in March of any year. No refund will be given on any unused rental period.

8. No tenant shall sublet his plot or any part thereof to any other person.

9. The allotment gardens shall not be used for the purpose of any trade or business.

10.  The business of the Association shall be conducted by the Secretary and Treasurer appointed by the Committee. Any contact with adjoining landowners affecting the affairs of the Association must be referred to secretary. The Association will were possible pursue on request any reasonable claim for damages caused to tenants plots or produce by horses cattle or other incursions.

11. Any tenant changing their address shall as soon as practical notify the Secretary.

12. The original of this agreement shall when signed be retained by the Secretary who shall supply a copy on demand to any tenant.

13. Any dispute arising from this agreement shall be determined by the Association Committee, and any dispute between two or more tenants shall be resolved by a sub committee nominated by the President.

SCHEDULE ONE

General Site Rules

1. Every tenant shall keep their plot weed free and in a reasonable state of cultivation.

2. Paths and tracks must be kept trimmed and clear of obstructions. Paths to be 24 inches wide.

3. Tenants shall not cause any damage, nuisance or annoyance to other tenants or trespass on any other plot.

4. No poultry or animals shall be kept on the allotment site without the written permission of the Association Committee.

5. Dogs accompanying tenants to the sites must be kept under strict control, and not allowed to stray on other tenants plots.

6. Tenants must not water plots by hosepipe or sprinkler and are reminded of the need to conserve water.

7. Bonfires must be kept under control at all times and must not be allowed to cause a nuisance to other tenants and neighbouring properties.

8. Where locks are provided gates must be kept locked at all times.

9. Trees may only be planted with the express permission of the Associations Committee. All trees must be kept closely pruned within the spread of 1.5m (5ft) and a height of 1.8m (6ft). Trees must be removed at the request of the Association Committee. The cost of the removal is to be borne by the tenant.

10. No buildings or structures shall be erected on plots without the express permission of the Association Committee. A planning condition excludes the erection of sheds at Beach Hill. (This rule excludes the erection of temporary frameworks for the cultivation of produce.)
